The 2009 Kindergarten class has arrived and settled very quickly into the school 
routine.  The Kindergarten teacher, Mrs Heywood, has commented on what a 
lovely group of students they are and how much she is looking forward to working 
with them throughout the year!  We wish you all the very best for this year and for 
the rest of your stay at Murrumburrah Public School! 
 
Scripture times for this year have been changed slightly, with the K-2 classes all 
having their scripture after recess.  If you do not want your child to attend scripture 
please let the school know so we can work out other arrangements for them. 
 
I would like to stress the importance of students arriving to school on time.  The 
school starting time is 9:15am, so it is good practice for the students to arrive at 
school before this time.  This allows your child to be well prepared for the school 
day and reduces disruptions for the rest of the class.  A staff member is on duty 
from 9.00am each morning.  The government has brought in very strict guidelines 
on attendance at school and will proceed with legal action more regularly for 
unexplained absences.  Students who are late for school without a legitimate 
excuse (“slept in” and “sick”- without information, are not valid excuses) are 
marked as partial absences.  Continued absences and partial absences are 
screened by the Home School Liaison Officer, who will then interview the parents or 
care givers.
