PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 
 

Dear all 
 

At the School Council Meeting held last night a range of topics were discussed.  The parent and 
community representatives on this committee are your contacts if you wish to have issues raised. 
Issues are discussed and the range of experiences represented on the Council allows options and 
opinions to be considered.  Parents are, of course, always welcome to contact me at the school to 
meet and discuss any concerns about students or school management. 
 

Our Literacy Program at Murrumburrah Public School has been a recognised quality program 
supporting students in their learning.  It is being enhanced with the introduction of three major 
programs. 
 

The Best Start Program, an initiative of New South Wales Department of Education and Training 
(NSW DET), is used in Kindergarten to recognise the understandings these students bring to school 
and to further assess progress throughout the year.  Mrs Heywood has implemented this program 
very successfully, allowing her to develop programs to support individual students with their learning. 
This program was piloted last year and has continued successfully this year. 
 

Accelerated Literacy is also a NSW DET sponsored program with Murrumburrah Public School 
making a long-term commitment for staff to receive Professional Learning with this program and 
implement it across the school.  Staff presently using this program are Mrs Heywood and Miss 
Morris in Kindergarten and 1/2M.  The students are engaged and excited, with teachers enjoying the 
challenge and opportunity to further develop their professional standards and cater for the Literacy 
development of students. 
 

Our Murrimboola Learning Community is benefiting with the School Learning Support Coordinators 
(SLSC) working with our teachers to develop a range of programs.  Two of these programs, The 
Lexia Reading Program and Symphony Maths, are being used to individually target all students, with 
students completing activities at their level and being promoted when standards have been reached. 
Our SLSCs, Renee Ford and Charlotte Middleton, are very valuable assets on our staff and have 
allowed us to continue to access a range of opportunities for our students. 
 

The Professional Learning undertaken by our staff reflects one of our Habits Of Mind which is 
“Remain Open To Continuous Learning”.  In the last 9 weeks our staff have undertaken the following 
professional learning:- Accelerated Literacy – 2 teachers; Lexia Training- 5 teachers; Mind Modelling 
with Ian Harris—all staff; Administration of Prescribed Medications and Asthma Treatment – 2 SASS 
staff; Asthma Friendly School Course – all staff; Royal Life Saving Community Safety Partner 
Program – all staff; Weaving Technology (computer programs) 2 teachers; Austswim – 2 teachers; 
SASS Conference (Administration Procedures and working together in schools) – 2 SASS staff; 
SLSC working with Stage 3 staff – 2 teachers; SLSCs 20 hours on-line course work – 2 teachers; 
Peer Support Facilitator Training – 1 teacher.  All of this professional learning and implementation as 
well as writing and processing students’ reports!  What a hard-working, dedicated staff we have at 
Murrumburrah Public School.  
 

Teachers have been writing student reports and have used their professional knowledge, 
understandings and skills to make assessments on student progress. These reports will be sent out 
before the end of term with an opportunity for parents/carers to have interviews with teachers.

EDUCATION TAX REFUND—DON’T FORGET 
TO CLAIM 

 

How do I claim the Education Tax Refund? 

• In your tax return 

• If you don’t lodge a tax return, claim on a 

separate form or over the phone 

• If you use a tax agent, make sure you ask 

them to claim for you. 
 

The Education Tax Refund lets you claim up to 50% 

of eligible education expenses for school children.  

If you are eligible, you can get back up to $375 for 

each primary student and up to $750 for each 

secondary student.  You can claim things like text 

books, stationery and even internet costs. 
 

If you receive Family Tax Benefit Part A for a child at 

primary or secondary school, you will be eligible.  

Some other people are eligible too, to find out 

more about this and other information such as 

what you can and can’t claim go to 

australia.gov.au/educationtaxrefund or call the Tax 

Office on 13 28 61. 
 

Remember, you need to keep all receipts for
